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There has been growing interest in the quality of official statistics based
on the administrative records. Such statistics take a large part in the official
statistics in Korea, which are distinguished from survey statistics in aspects
of data collection process. So we need specific quality management methods
appropriate for official statistics based on the administrative records. This
paper concerns improvement of the quality of official statistics. We first
briefly review some of main issues facing the official statistics based on the
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administrative records in Korea and then provide quality assessment

indicators for improving the quality of official statistics.
